Samsung Electronics Co., Ltd. et al. move for a lim-
ited remand for the purpose of permitting the United
States District Court for the Northern District of Califor-

We grant the motion and remand for the purpose of
allowing the trial court to consider Samsung’s motion and
Apple’s arguments in opposition thereto.
